Firearms deer hunting is not allowed in Clayton, Cobb, DeKalb, 

Fulton (north of GA Highway 92), and the portion of Glynn County 
lying within Jekyll Island. In the portion of Forsyth County south 

of GA Highway 20, only archery, shotguns, and muzzleloaders 
may be used (no other firearms allowed). In Hancock, Harris, 

Meriwether, Montgomery, Randolf, Talbot and Troup counties, 
only antlered bucks with at least 4 points on either side are 

legal. In Dooly and Macon counties, antlered bucks must have a 
minimum 15” outside spread.
